Call to Order:The meeting was called to order by Ruth D’Alessandro, President, at 7:06pm. 
Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda made byLarry&seconded by Rita.  Unanimous approval.
November Minutes:  Motion to approve November 8, 2021 board meeting minutes was made by Larry, second by Rita, and passed unanimously.

President’s Comments:  As of 12/4/21, we have 1068 members.  We have recruited many new members this year.  At this time 28 members have not renewed their memberships.
The first Caanan Valley Ski enhancement trip has 33 participants signed up.  Three spots are still available.  The second Canaan Valley Ski enhancement trip has 15 participants signed up, thirteen spots are still available.  The Jay Peak trip still has no one signed up.
Travel Report:  The golf, tennis/pickleball, beach trip to Hilton Head was a success especially for the golf participants.  The tennis/pickleball players were disappointed that there were not more players signed up.  However, they liked the accommodations and the weather was better than had been forecasted all week.
As mentioned in Gary’s travel report, he has been invited to attend the Grand Opening ceremonies of the Club Med LaRosiere and Val d’Isere ski resorts.  He is the only person who is not a tour operator who was invited to attend the event.  Cudos to Gary for his success in establishing a great working relationship with Club Med over the years for the club.

Budget and Finance:  See Gary’s report sent to all BOD members
Old Business:  There have been no sign-ups for the Jay Peak ski trip.  Ruth reached out to Charlie L. Ron Rolfe, Mary Jo and Brigid O.  The concensus of the Ski Committee and trip leaderwas that we should put a link on our website for our members to register with the Baltimore Ski Club if they are interested in going on this trip.
Gary went through the SCWDC membership data base and discovered 11 members who have been members for 50 or more years.  An email was sent to these members awarding them with a Single Lifetime Membership.  The Ski club office has received some thank you emails from these members for the recognition they received from the BOD.
New Business:Motion to cancel Jay Peak made by Bev seconded by Larry.  Unanimous approval.
Discussion: Face masks with the SCWDC logo and a snowflake.  Brigid O’Brien has researched several facemask companies for a mask we could sell to interested club members with the SCWDC logo and a snowflake.  The best quality product she found was through a company called Flashbay.  The price for 200 facemasks is $5.89 per mask and, including taxes and shipping would be a total of $1,278.18.  The price for 400 masks would be $5.26 per mask and, including taxes and shipping would be a total of $2,259.74.  The price for 500 masks would be $4.66 per mask and, including taxes and shipping would be a total of $2,499.80 a savings of $536.32.  The masks could be shipped in 7 days.Motion to purchase masks was tabled.

Nominating Committee:Earlier this year, Geoffrey Pennoyer agreed to chair the nominating committee this year and recruit members to run for President and BOD openings.  I have not heard any updates at this time.
