Call to Order:The meeting was called to order by Ruth D’Alessandro, President, at 7:04pm. 
Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda made byLarry&seconded by Bev.  Unanimous approval.
August 2021 Minutes:  Motion to approve August 9th and August 30th board meeting minutes made by Rita, second by Larry, passed unanimously.

President’s Comments:  The golf weekend to Luray VA was very successful.  Two new golfers joined us for the weekend.  Weekly sailing, golf, and tennis have been ongoing this summer.  There were 29 participants signed up for the POW.  As of today Sept. 13, 2021 we have 1041 members.  We have had 12 new members in the past 7 days and 44 new members in the last 30 days.
Travel Report:  Playa Esmeralda has had a few cancellations so one room is now available; airfare is not included.  The Viking Alaskan cruise is full.  Ski flight trips are selling well. Registrations as of September 13, are 72% full and several trips have expanded.  The BVI sailing trip is full. 
Gary Rubens discussed the benefits the club has forged through a new travel partnership with OAT.  They are similar to Club Med but with different locations.  There are no comps, but the club gets a 10% commission on trips.  Price also includes transportation to airports.  They have river cruises, ocean cruises, adventure trips, and hiking trips.  There is no single supplement for a designated number of solo travelers on each trip.
Gary Rubens also discussed a proposal he, Ken and Mary-Jo were working for a possible BRSC trip to Val d’Isere for March of 2023. 
Old Business: The 85th Anniversary/Volunteer Party has been postponed indefinitely through unanimous vote by the BOD due to the spread of the delta virus and restrictions recommended by the CDC for large group gatherings.  Refunds have been issued to the members who had signed up for the party. The golf, tennis, and pickleball trip to Hilton Head has been selling well.  We have 20 golfers and 9 tennis players signed up at this time.
Ski Enhancement/Eastern Ski Trips:  Charlie L. has submitted the budget for the 2nd Canaan Valley ski enhancement trip scheduled for Feb. 10-12, 2022 for approval.  The trip leader recommended by the committee for approval is William “Max” Maxwell.  Motion to approve made by Bev 2nd by Larry, unanimous approval.
New Business:

Brigid O’Brien has agreed to be the new Sports and Recreation Chair.  Motion to approve Brigid O’Brien as Sports and Recreation Chair made by Larry 2nd by Bev, passed unanimously.
Liaisons:  Discussion; each BOD member is asked to choose a committee to be a liaison to the Board.  At this time Leo, is a liaison to the Policy Committee.  Mary Jo is a liaison to the Flights/Eastern Committee.  Last year Ruth was the liaison to the Sports and Recreation Committee.  Mary Kaye is the liaison to the tennis group.  Ruth will make a list of committees that don’t have a liaison board member.
Letters to the Volunteers: Bill Johnston has recommended that the president write a letter to the volunteers and Mary Kaye who has organized several volunteer parties concurs with this recommendation since we are not able to have a volunteer party at this time.  Ruth will write a letter thanking all the volunteers and Make Kaye will send them out.
